Why did Jesus die? 

 
1.   Man by nature does evil (wrong). 
 
Juan 3:19   Kuipa dejuꞌ naaken tsaa judeeshu juntsala entsaitaa tsa deive: yala urajtu tene kemuwa deꞌ mitya, 
chachillachiya entsa tusha ñillu juuñuu jumu jañuren, ñillunaa mutyatyuꞌ yapijjuruuñuu juinsha kayu tsananu 
detyaꞌ mityaa tsa deive. 
 

 
We are all sinners! 

 
2.   By that nature we are condemned. 
 
Juan 3:18   Mun Diosaꞌ Nanu keranguishu juntsaya kavitu iꞌ kuipa ne viinu jutyuve, tsaaren mun 
keranguityulaya yumaa kavitu iꞌ kuipa ma puu keengaya dejuꞌ de-iꞌ pinu detsuve, matyu yaren main Diosaꞌ Na 
juunuren dekeenguityuꞌ mitya. 
 



Juan 3:36   Mun Diosaꞌ Nanu kerangueꞌ bain yumaa Diosba uraꞌ dechuve, tsaaren mun yaꞌ Nanu 
meenguityulaya uwain Diosba uraꞌ chunu dejutyuve, Dioschi tsamantsa taaju puinu dejuꞌ mitya.

3.   Jesus was in the world and he died for us. 
 
Juan 14:6   Tsandiñu Jesús entsandikami: Iyaa miñu juuñuu juꞌ miyaꞌ jimishtimuyu; Dios naajuñu bain iyaa 
tsangue katakaamuyu, tsenmin naa-uwanuba Diosba uraꞌ chunu tiremu iyaa juntsayu. Mu bain in mityaren in 
Apaꞌ junga tyuinajiinuu judeeve. 
 
Juan 6:40   In Apaya entsaaya mutyamuve: mun Diosaꞌ Nanu kataꞌ kerangueꞌ bain naa-uwanuba Diosba uraꞌ 
chumu detisa tyave; tsenmala iyaa de-inu malusha demangujtenu tsuyu, timi. 
 
Juan 3:17   Matyu Diosya yaꞌ Nanu tsangueꞌ entsa tusha eetu, chachillanu kavitu ikareꞌ kuipa vikaachi 
tyatunguindyuve, yaa chachillanu yaꞌ Naꞌ mitya delivee-isa tyataa tsangueꞌ eeve. 
 
Juan 1:10,12   “He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the world knew him not.   But as 
many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his 
name:” 
 

4.   Salvation is a free gift, not by good works. You must take God’s 
word for it, and trust Jesus alone!

Tsaiꞌ ñulla 
delivee-iꞌba, ne ñullaꞌ pudengura kendaa livee inuu dejutyuꞌ mityaa, tiꞌ mityaba ne daj patinuu dejutyuve. 
 



Tito 3:5   livee kemuwaave. Tsangueꞌ livee ketu ne lala uraa dekiñaa livee keꞌ lalanu manbitsaleꞌ kasa na 
demangayaiñuu tireindyuve, tsangueꞌ Espíritu Santochi kasa manchudiñuu tiretu mika tenbityanchin 
tsanguive. 
 
5.   You must believe on the Lord and you will have everlasting life! 
 
Juan 5:24   Uwaindiyu, i naatiñu bain mun juntsanu meediꞌ, naa inu engu eemu rukunu bain keenguishu 
juntsaa, Diosba chutu naa-i chunuu juñu bain, yumaa juntsaa chudiñuu juuve, tsenmin ne kavitu iꞌ kuipa viiñuu 
in dejutyuve, yumaa pemu juuñuuren umaa Diosba chunu chachi detiyaꞌ mitya. 
 
Juan 6:47   Uwaindiyu, mun kerangueꞌ bain Diosba chutu naa-i chunuu juñu bain, yumaa juntsa chudiñuu 
juuve. 
 
Juan 10:28   Iya yalanu naa-uwanuba Diosba uraꞌ chujtinu kentsuyu. Tsenñuꞌ mitya jayuuba piyan dejutyuve, 
tsenmin mu bain inu ne yalanu manchiꞌken dejutyuve.
